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PREFACE

Following my first experience of a Palma Match, in 1971, I was
inquisitive enough to ask questions to which I could gain no
answers. As the years rolled on, and as I became more involved
with the organization and administration of Great Britain
Palma Teams, my quest for information became insatiable.

There have been a number of attempts to write the history of
the Palma Match, some very good and some incredibly poor,
and many efforts at explaining how the Match got its name, the
most original of which stated that a Senator Palma gave his
name, to the competition. I hope that the history, as now writ-
ten by the NRA of America, will put to bed many of the queries
and some of the myths.

It is a strange quirk of fate that most of the National Rifle
Associations whose teams have competed in the Palma Match
have had, at some time in their past, people who saw no reason
to keep and collate comprehensive records.

The Palma Match is the only team competition in the full
bore target rifle calendar which is designated a World
Championship and we should do everything we can to ensure it
remains of that status.

It cannot be in the shooters' interest to put at risk a competi-
tion which has had such strong sporting links with so many
countries. Shooting is such a diverse sport that we tend to be
blinkered within our own little discipline compartments.
However The Palma Match, even with its chequered history
has resulted, over the past 131 years, in 30 countries getting
together and enjoying the sport for sport's sake.

Full bore target rifle shooting has been under threat in many
countries following the closure of ranges and the problems of
noise pollution. Therefore the stronger we can make our com-
petitions, the more we can encourage new blood in all countries
to participate, and the better we can show off our sport to the
general public the more likely we are to see another 131 years
of the Palma Match and other important International full bore
target rifle competitions.

Fortunately all the British Palma Team records were to be
found, as long as one was prepared to get dirty and look
through dusty old records.

For me it became an obsession, not yet satisfied, that it is
important to put together a complete record of The Palma
Match to appease the inquisitiveness of myself and others.

For those who have an interest in such research they may
like to know that a record has also been undertaken into the
other major full bore target rifle International competition, the

Australia Match (originally the Empire Match) for the Empire
Trophy.

It has been fascinating to see the importance our forebears
placed on the Palma Match and this is borne out by the vast
amount of material that is available on the earlier matches. No
doubt it is the fault of no one but the shooters and their admin-
istrators that has prevented this match from remaining a com-
petition of such enormous public interest.

My main problem has been in ensuring a proper balance
between the actual records of the matches and the other mater-
ial. T accept that it is out of balance in the early years but some
of the reports and sketches are so interesting that they could
not be omitted. Many of the reports go to show what excellent
shots and how technically informed our predecessors were. The
reports also show how little notice we appear to have taken of
some of their advice!

Some of the photos may not appear to be of the highest quali-
ty and I am sure that readers will appreciate that we can only
copy what is available. Some of the older photos are them-
selves of poor quality and therefore do not reproduce any bet-
ter.

I have used two pages for acknowledgements and I am most
sincere in my thanks to all those shown on those pages.
However I feel that three of those people should be singled out
for the most tremendous debt of gratitude in putting together
this record. Firstly to Ed Andrus at the NRA of America who I
believe shares with me in the disappointment and frustration
at those who have failed to keep satisfactory historical records
in the past. His good humour, as he has been hassled by me to
search for extra evidence, has been extraordinary and I am
exceedingly grateful to him for all his efforts without which this
book would not have been possible. Secondly to Des Vamplew
in Canada who also has had to tussle with a lack of detailed
records and has valiantly struggled to give so much to the com-
pletion of many of the matches held in his and other countries.
Finally, but by no means least, to Dick Ellis who has so ably
assisted me with the computerization of the records so that
they have been put together in some orderly fashion.

I hope that all the readers of this book will do what they can
to continue the search for those records which are missing. I
realize that it may be difficult but, hopefully, not impossible.

I would urge all those shooters, young and old, who are about
to compete in their first Palma Match to do everything they can
to ensure that their National Rifle Associations, in the future,
keep comprehensive records of this and all other International
shooting competitions; it is so much of the heritage of our great
sport and one of the few which appears to remain so genuinely
amateur.



To those who are married I trust you will note that I have
dedicated this book to our Shooting 'widows' without whose
help and support many of us would not be carrying on (often
selfishly) the sport we love! Our love and thanks to you all.

THE MYSTERY OF THE PALMA TROPHY

This article has been reproduced by permission of the NRA of
America who published it in the Shooting Sports USA publica-
tion in May 1991.

At a meeting of the Board of Directors of the National Rifle
Association of America, held on 9 November, 1875, Col. Henry
A. Gildersleeve offered the following resolution.

'RESOLVED, That in furtherance of the steps already
taken for a Grand International Competition on the occa-
sion of the Centennial Anniversary of American
Independence, and for a proper observance of such
Anniversary on the part of this Association, a series of
Rifle Matches be inaugurated to take place during the
Summer or Autumn of 1876, and a general invitation be
and hereby is extended to riflemen of all Countries to par-
ticipate.'

There were other portions of this Resolution, which dealt
mainly with trying to work with the Centennial Commission in
order to have the Grand International Competition declared a
Centennial event; to make certain that the funds and an appro-
priate firing schedule were maintained, and to issue invitations
to 'any country where a Rifle Association or Club was known to
exist.'

The minutes of that meeting go on to say that "The prize will
be a handsome Trophy presented by the citizens of the United
States, but the design has not yet been determined upon.'

That prize was to be named the Grand Centennial Trophy,
was also called the International Rifle Trophy, and later was
called the Palma Trophy. It disappeared sometime between
1930 and the early 1950's.

In the 30 September, 1876 issue of Harper's Weekly, on page
798, the Palma Trophy was described in the following manner.

The International Rifle Trophy, awarded as a prize by the
United States National Rifle Association to the victorious
marksmen, and illustrated on this page, is unique work,
both in design and in the remarkable effects produced by a
combination of the different metals. The general idea is of
a Roman triumphal standard, but because wrought in met-
als, treated in a purely conventional manner. The trophy
is about seven and a half feet high, and is formed of steel,
inlaid with gold and silver, and otherwise enriched with

elaborate mountings of copper. The staff is plain, smooth
steel, and fillets of polished copper, and is surmounted by
a foliated capital, above which is a paneled block, bearing
in lieu of the SPQR upon the Roman banners, the Latin
word "PALMA", signifying prominence, valour, and victo-
ry. Hanging across the face of this is a silver laurel
wreath. A finely sculptured copper eagle with raised
wings surmounts the whole, and in his claws is held the
fulmen (indicative of power), from which shafts of light-
ning and branches of laurel are wrought in silver. A fasces
of copper is attached by massive links to the paneled box,
and from it hangs the field of the banner, which is
enriched with a delicate scrollwork of gold superimposed
upon the steel, and across the face is the legend, in highly
ornate letters of incrusted silver, "In the Name of the
United States of America to the Riflemen of the World."
An elaborate gold frieze, in high relief, extends across the
lower edge, and from it hangs a massive gilded fringe. A
copper chain, fastened at either end of the fasces, hangs in
a semi-circle across the field, and attached to it at inter-
vals are nine laurel wreaths of silver, inclosing each a
plate of copper in which the dates from 1876 to 1884 are
inlaid, and having each a space on which to engrave the
name of the nation that shall each year send forth the vic-
torious team. The trophy, from its originality, will attract
attention in whatever country it may be held, and cannot
fail to excite admiration for the marvellous manipulation
of metals which it presents. Many of the methods of deco-
ration employed in its construction are new to us in this
country, and it illustrates in a marked manner the taste
and skills of Messrs. Tiffany & Co., the makers, as well as
the resources of their workshops.

The original Palma Trophy (A reproduction of which has
been produced by the Architectural Bronze and Aluminium Co.
of Stokie, IL, and paid for by a donation from Dr Herbert M.
Aitken of Eau Clair, WI) was listed by Tiffany's as Ledger
Entry #4612, 0.483 as the International Rifle Trophy. Tiffany's
further shows cost of the trophy to have been $1500 in 1876,
and 280 ounces of silver were used in its construction. The
designer of the trophy was James H. Whitenhouse. Tiffany's
was paid by a fund which was collected in a public subscription
drive.

The Palma Trophy (to call it by the name by which it is
known at present) did not really fulfil the intent of the NRA
Board of Directors. The Palma Team Match was only fired in

1876 and 1877, and not again until 1901. Competition contin-
ued in 1902 and 1903, then skipped until 1907 to 1912, and
then 1913. Before the modern era beginning in 1966, competi-
tion for the Palma Trophy took place again only in 1928 at
Camp Perry, during the National Matches. For a match which
was intended to be fired every year, it certainly did not live up
to the grand expectations projected for it in its first 50 odd
years of existence.

The last photograph of the trophy in NRA files was taken in
1903. No photographs of the trophy appeared in the October
1928 issue of The American Rifleman, where the results of the
Palma Trophy Team Match between the U.S. Team and the
Cuban Team were published. Only engravings of the trophy
exist today.

In January and February of 1930, a curious series of letters
was transmitted between the War Department and NRA.
Those letters positively identified the Palma Trophy as being
'hung in the corridor of the State, War, and Navy Building,
near the office of the Secretary of War. It is not in especially
good condition and the record discs attached are far from com-
plete.! The State, War, and Navy Building is now known as the
Old Executive Office Building and is on 17th St. right next door
to the White House.

General Reckord, at that time the NRA Executive Vice-
President, noted in a letter to the Secretary of War Patrick J.
Hurley on 22 January, 1930, that "I have noticed the Palma
Trophy hanging on the wall near your door. I have no idea how
the Palma Trophy came to be in the War Department, as it is
the property of this Association . . .'

On 10 February, 1930, Mr Hurley replied that 'records do not
show that the Palma Trophy, now in the corridor of the State,
War and Navy building, is the property of the United States . . .
It was probably placed on display in the War Department
because of its character as a trophy for international competi-
tion. There is no objection to delivering the Palma Trophy into
the custody of the National Rifle Association.'

And, on 13 February, 1930, Gen. Reckord replied to
Secretary Hurley's letter, closing with the words, 'At an early
date I will call to arrange for the transfer of the trophy.! The
trophy was never picked up.

There is no further correspondence in the files of the NRA on
the subject of the Palma Trophy until 1954, when LTC Harold
B. Riley, the Assistant Executive Officer of the National Board
for the Promotion of Rifle Practice wrote to Col. E.H. Harrison
of the American Rifleman staff to transmit copies of the 1930
letters to him.

Obviously, someone was still concerned about the trophy, but
the question remains: why wasn't it recovered from the War
Department in 19307

In 1957, George J. Kuch of the Competitions Section wrote to
the Richmond (VA) Quartermaster Depot concerning the
whereabouts of the Palma Trophy, only to have a rather curt
reply sent back only two days later, saying that 'A thorough
search of records at this Depot revealed that there is no such
trophy on hand. This Depot is a trophy storage point for Army
units only . . . If further action is desired, it is suggested that
the Office of the Chief of Military History be contacted.'

It is perfectly obvious to even a casual observer that if
George Kuch's letter was written on the 14th of January and
that a reply to it was written on the 16th of January, it is very
unlikely that a 'thorough search' of anything at the Richmond
Depot was, or even could have been made. It is also perfectly
obvious that Major Frank X. Nause, the Chief of the Storage
Division, did not want to be bothered, and indeed, could not
have cared less about any assistance which could have been
rendered.

From the time that the Pentagon was completed during the
late 1940's, offices of the various military Departments were
moved to the new building, and the office of the Secretary of the
Army (formerly the Secretary of War) was also moved. All sorts
of items were moved directly to the Pentagon, but much was
also moved into storage at the Richmond Depot, and perhaps
elsewhere. It does not seem unlikely that the Palma Trophy
might have found its way to the Richmond Quartermaster
Depot. This is reinforced by a note to C. Richard Rogers, then
Director of Program Division (of which Competitions was a
part) from George Kuch on 18 January, 1957, the day after he
received the letter from Major Nause, shows that Mr Kuch
called a Major Higgins in the Pentagon who investigated the
trophy display area and informed Mr Kuch that the trophy was
not at the Pentagon. He went on to say that 'some such materi-
al is stored in the Richmond Quartermaster Depot.'

On 27 February, 1957 Mr Kuch wrote a letter to the Chief of
Military History requesting any information available on the
Palma Trophy. That letter was referred to the National
Archives. On 9 April, 1957, Victor Gondos, Jr, Archivist in
charge of the Old Army Branch, replied in a manner which
shows considerably more time and effort in research than that
of Major Nause; but the result was the same: 'The records of
the War Department in the National Archives do not give any
indication as to the present location of the Palma Trophy.'

Eight years later, 17 September, 1965, Frank L. Wyman,
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The Mystery of the Palma Trophy

then Director of the Program Division, wrote a letter in reply to
a communication from a Col. Robert M. Calland, USMC (RET),
who was then working in the Smithsonian Institute, in which it
is indicated directly that Col. Calland had actually seen the tro-
phy in the Richmond Quartermaster Depot! The pertinent
comment in Mr Wyman's letter was, '... and if you have found it
(the Palma Trophy) in the warehouse in Richmond, our hats
are off to you.'

No further correspondence can be located between Col.
Calland and Mr Wyman concerning the Palma Trophy, nor is
there any evidence that Mr Wyman pursued the matter fur-
ther, even though the Palma Trophy Team Match was about to
be revived through agreement between Canada and the United
States. Frank Wyman retired from the Program Division in the
following year, 1966, and left NRA and the Washington area in
1967,

As late as January, 1982, John J. Grubar, Director of the
Competitions Division, wrote to the Director of Civilian
Marksmanship asking that help be provided to search for the
original Palma Trophy. At the same time, Tiffany & Co. was
contacted, which resulted not only in the information listed ear-
lier, but in gaining possession of the original Palma Trophy
plans. These plans were then in turn used to produce the
reproduction Palma Trophy. However, nothing further was
learned from the Army concerning the disposition or location of
the original Palma Trophy.

There are three distinct and independent pieces of informa-
tion which point at the Richmond Quartermaster Depot as
being the possible resting place of the original Palma Trophy:
first, the fact that Major Higgins at the Pentagon indicated that
some pieces from what is now the Old Executive Office Building
next to the White House in Washington DC were transported
on 17 September to Richmond for storage; second, that the
reply to Major Nause of the Richmond Depot is hardly believ-
able; and third, that Col. Calland apparently actually sighted
the trophy at the Richmond Depot in 1965.

This last indicates that the trophy was not cased. As it con-
tained among other valuable metals, 280 ounces of silver, it is
entirely possible that the trophy was vandalized at the least,
with portions of it stolen. Or, it could still be in dead storage in
Richmond, requiring only that someone be allowed to explore
the proper warehouse to be discovered and returned to NRA.

Whatever happened to the original Palma Trophy may never
be known. However, the situation of the Palma Trophy is cer-
tainly reminiscent of the last scene in a recent film about the
lost Ark of the Covenant.

AFTER NOTE 1.

An extract from The American Rifleman in February 1982
states 'A miniature of the famed Palma Trophy was recently
unearthed in a London Antique shop. Thanks to the efforts of
the NRA of America Life Member Bernard Braverman, a
Pennsylvania firearms dealer, the miniature trophy now
resides at NRA headquarters.

At that time John Grubar, then Director of Competitions at
the NRA of America requested the NRA Board of Directors to
designate the miniature as a permanent trophy for the
International Palma Team long range high power rifle competi-
tion. This was agreed.

In 1988 a new Palma Trophy, being a two-thirds copy of the
original and costing $40,000 was donated to th NRA of America
by Dr Herbert M. Aitken M.D. of Eau Clair, Wisconsin, USA - a
member of the NRA High Power Rifle Committee.

AFTER NOTE 2.

It was later found, after the publication of the 'The Mystery
of the Palma Trophy' (in SSUSA) that all trophies in the inven-
tories of the US Army were transported to a Smithsonian
Military History storage facility in Pueblo, Colorado. A person-
al search by Mr Grubar, and another by Smithsonian person-
nel, failed to reveal any trace of the Palma Trophy. Special
thanks must be made to the Smithsonian Institute for their
enthusiastic cooperation with the NRA of America.

Foreword

The Palma Trophy is lost. Realistically, it will probably never
be recovered. When I first wrote "The Mystery of the Palma
Trophy' (Shooting Sports USA, May 1991), there was some
small hope that somewhere in the dim and dusty confines of a
warehouse near Richmond, Virginia, the trophy could be found.
However, when the Smithsonian Institution gathered together
all trophies from military warehouses, and deposited them in a
warehouse in Pueblo, Colorado, a couple of years ago, John
Grubar, at the time Director of NRA's Competition Division,
had the opportunity to look through the articles collected in
order to determine if any belonged to NRA. John found nothing
that looked even vaguely like the Palma Trophy.

Just after the publication of my article in SSUSA, I was con-
tacted by the Department of Military History of the
Smithsonian. A cataloguing of all items at Pueblo had just
been completed, and there was nothing on that listing indicat-
ing the Palma Trophy or even a portion of it. One of the
Smithsonian Staff had been assigned to check on the final list-
ing, and agreed to look one more time for any evidence of the
missing trophy. A few boxes which were labelled, but had not
been opened, were actually opened, and nothing was found at
Pueblo which would indicate that the Palma Trophy had ever
been in the possession of the US Army.

So, we have a lost trophy, but we have not lost the reason for
its existence. For all its moments of glory and years of neglect,
the Palma Trophy Team Match is still a living entity. It has
preceded those of us now alive, and, it is to be hoped, will con-
tinue to exist as an example of those old traditions which are so
cherished in the world of shooting.

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BACKGROUND OF THE PALMA TROPHY
TEAM MATCH

The National Rifle Association of America was first incorporat-
ed in November of 1871, its main purpose 'the encouragement
of rifle practice throughout this State (New York) and the
United States.' Its first major action was to purchase Creed's
Farm on Long Island to begin construction on what became
Creedmore Range. That range was first used in 1873, with
almost all the firing done at distances of 200 yards to 500
yards. Little energy was put into firing at longer distances, and
there was little interest in long range shooting.

It is recorded in the Third Annual Report of the NRA's Board
of Directors (1874) that 'The most important event of the year
was the International Match between representative riflemen
of Ireland and America. A challenge to American riflemen,
from the Irish Rifle Association, of Dublin, first appeared in the
columns of the New York Herald. Not being addressed to the
National Rifle Association of America for the reason, (as we
subsequently learned, that our organization was unknown in
Dublin), the Board did not think it proper to take any action
thereon. The Amateur Rifle Club, of this city, however, which
had affiliated with this Association, accepted the challenge on
behalf of American riflemen, and carried out the details of
preparing for the match with energy and ability.

This challenge resulted in the first International long range
match held in the United States at Creedmoor. The Amateur
Rifle Club of New York determined the course of fire: 'fifteen
shots at eight hundred yards, fifteen shots at nine hundred,
and twenty shots at one thousand yards. . .! The twenty shots
at 1000 yards was later reduced to 15 shots at that distance.
The Irish Team lost this match, with a score of 931, 3 points
lower than the American Team score of 934. At the end of the
competition, Major Arthur Blennerhasset Leech presented an
ornate standing cup to the Amateur Rifle Club. This cup was
immediately christened the Leech Cup and was put into compe-
tition in the following year, 1875. It is still in competition, and
since 1901 has been an NRA trophy.

A return engagement was made in 1875, with the American
Team being invited to the Dollymount Range in Ireland. When
the dust cleared from this match, the Americans had won
again, this time by 39 points, 968 to 929. During the same trip,
after the Dollymount match, the American Team went on to
England, intending to participate at Wimbledon. The rules of
the National Rifle Association (of Great Britain) allowed only
for teams from England, Ireland and Scotland to vie for the
Elcho Shield, and the American Team was, quite properly,
refused entry to that match. After a number of rather bruised



feelings were treated, Princess Louise, on behalf of the British
Association, presented a large standing cup to the American
Team. That cup, just as promptly christened the Wimbledon
Cup, was put into competition among members of the American
Team present. Again, that trophy is still in competition, well
over 100 years later.

The 1874 match between an American Team and the Irish
Team at Creedmoor and the return match the following year at
Dollymount, followed by a visit to Wimbledon, apparently start-
ed a train of thought. This apparently culminated in an infor-
mal discussion at Wimbledon of the possibility of a return
match in 1876. This 1876 match would include a team from
Great Britain. When combined with the fact that the year 1876
was the Centennial of the Declaration of Independence from
Great Britain, members of the NRA of America Board of
Directors felt that it was time to support a significant
International event. Therefore, during the meeting of the NRA
Board of Directors on 9 November, 1875, action was taken to
institute a new event which was intended to make a permanent
entry into international shooting competition. The most impor-
tant part of a six part motion was as follows.

'Resolved, I. That in furtherance of the steps already taken
for a grand International Competition on the occasion of the
Centennial Anniversary of American Independence, and for a
proper observance of such Anniversary on the place during the
Summer or Autumn of 1876, and a general invitation be and
hereby is extended to Riflemen of all countries to participate.'

The minutes of the meeting go on as follows. 'The principal
match will be for the 'Championship of the World', open to
teams of eight from each country, distances 800, 900, and 1,000
yards, any rifle within the rules of the NRA, which rules will be
observed throughout. A great feature of this International
Competition will consist in two days being devoted to it, or each
competitor firing in all 90 shots. The prize will be a handsome
Trophy presented by the citizens of the United States, but the
design has not yet been determined upon. The question as to
ground whereon to hold this Tournament (whether at
Creedmoor or Philadelphia) is one that is at this time unset-
tled, but is receiving the deliberation due to such an important
point.'

This Trophy, mentioned almost as an afterthought in the
1875 minutes, was the one which was first named the
American Centennial Trophy and has also been called the
International as well as the Long Range Trophy. But in 1878 it
was finally officially called the American Centennial Trophy'
'Palma' and has been referred to as simply the 'Palma Trophy'
ever since.

The name 'Palma' was derived from the legend 'Palma' on
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the bar beneath the eagle which is the crest of the trophy. It is
most assuredly not named for a Senator who probably never
existed. The $1,500 cost of the trophy was paid by public sub-
scription, not by any one individual.

Anyone who reads the old minutes of NRA Board of
Director's meetings can find an undercurrent which indicates a
desire to promote rifle competition with other nations. What
actually prompted the desire was probably a combination of
things, one surely being the newfound ability to defeat teams
from the British Empire. In addition, and certainly not least,
the evident enjoyment of entertaining the Irish Team at
Creedmoor and the return hospitality at Dollymount and
Wimbledon were certainly reason enough to attempt to contin-
ue the relationship. Whatever the underlying reasons were, as
well as we can interpret them over a century later, they were
part of a pattern which saw closer and closer ties between the
United States of America and the United Kingdom and its
Commonwealth associates over the ensuing 115 years.

HISTORY OF THE PALMA TROPHY TEAM MATCH
SINCE ITS INCEPTION IN 1876

The Palma Trophy Team Match was first fired in 1876 accord-
ing to plan. The results of the match and many more details
are contained in the contemporary accounts printed elsewhere
in this publication. The Match was fired again in 1877, but in
1878 no one answered the invitation.

For more than twenty years the Palma Trophy sat in a cor-
ner somewhere gathering dust until finally, enough interest in
competitive shooting and international competition arose that
the match was revived in 1901, this time with Canada only.
Match conditions were changed to require the use of the mili-
tary rifle of the country represented. This revival lasted all of
thirteen years, until the year before the start of the Great War
in 1914. During this period, the Palma Trophy was in competi-
tion a total of six times.

After the conclusion of World War I, with competitive activi-
ty growing, another attempt was made to revive the old Palma
Trophy Team Matches. Two matches, in which the Palma
Trophy was not in contention, were held in 1924 and 1925.
Conditions of these two contests were the same as for the
Palma Trophy Match, except for the agreement between the
United States and Canada that the Palma Trophy itself was
not to be used. These were the so-called 'Palmer Matches,' and
were intended to be a precursor for continuation of the Palma
Match.

In 1926, there were no National Matches in the United



States, largely because of the various international treaties
designed to stop what was really an international arms race.

That approach did no good, in a worldwide sense, but it did disrupt

plans for shooting competitions, and thoughts of another
Palma Match were put off.

In 1928, an official Palma Match was held at Camp Perry,

but only the Cubans attended. The score of the match is listed,
along with the names and scores of the team members, on page
46 of the October, 1928 American Rifleman, but there is no
mention of the firing of the match in the normal stories of
Camp Perry for that year. The Palma Match is not mentioned
again in the American Rifleman until well into the 1960's.

It is somewhat of an understatement to say that during the
period of time between 1928 and the 1960's the world changed.
The NRA of America came through the period with an increase
in membership by a factor of magnitude, and with apparently
little interest in the Palma Trophy or its fate (see 'The Mystery
of the Palma Trophy'), although some members of the NRA
Staff did attempt to retrieve the Trophy itself.

In 1966, by agreement between the National Rifle

Association of America and the Dominion of Canada Rifle
Association, the Palma Team Match was reinstated as a match
between the English-speaking nations of the world. A
'"Preliminary’ match was fired at Camp Perry during the 1966
National Matches, with both the Canadian and US Teams
using M-14 National Match rifles issued specifically for the
match. In 1967, the first official Palma Trophy Team Match of
the modern era was fired at Connaught Ranges near Ottawa,
Canada.

Since 1966, the Palma Match has been fired twenty two times
over a period of nearly 60 years. The 2024 Match was the
twenty second official competition of the modern era and the
thirty second time that the Match has actually been fired. This
count disregards the 1878 one-team score: the 1924 and 1925
'Palmer' matches; and the 1966 Preliminary Palma Match at
Camp Perry; but does include the 1903 match which was
declared void after it was fired. These years from 1967 to the
present is the longest continuous period of time during which
the Palma Match has been conducted without interruption.

The history is full of starts and stops, of passion and disinterest,
of triumph and of defeat for all who have had the opportunity
to participate.
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MATCH CONDITIONS FOR THE PALMA TROPHY
TEAM MATCH

In any event which has a history of over 100 years, it is reasonable
to expect that there have been changes in the way the
Palma Match has been fired, even though the current perception
of most shooters is that it is the same as when it began in
1876. The truth, of course, is that things have changed since
1876. Listed below are the milestones of conditions for firing
the Palma Match.
1876 Fired between teams of eight firing members each, firing
any rifle not to exceed 10lbs in weight with a minimum trigger
pull of 3Ibs. The course of fire was 30 shots per firing member
at distances of 800, 900, and 1000 yards on the 'First Class'
target. (This target, adopted directly from that of the National
Rifle Association (GB) was later designated the 'C' target in the
United States, and every Palma Match fired in the United
States up until 1975 was fired using the 'C' target). Any firing
position could be used, but no rests were allowed. The total
possible team score was 3600 points fired over a two-day match.
The match was open to any country, and was planned to be
fired annually.
1900 The course of fire was changed to 15 shots per firing
member, and the rifle requirement was changed to require the
military rifle of the country which the team represented. The
trigger pull requirement was also changed from 31bs to 4 1/21bs minimum.
1966 For the revival of the Palma Match an agreement was
made between the Dominion of Canada Rifle Association
(DCRA) and the National Rifle Association of America to allow
only English speaking countries, with teams of twenty firing
members using the service rifle of the nation hosting the
match. The course of fire adopted in 1900 was continued.
Standard host nation rules were to be followed in conduct of the
match for specific listed differences.
1968 Match conditions were changed to allow a rifle selected
and supplied by the host nation, which had not been fired prior
to the match except for a sighting-in period. The selection of
the rifle was not limited to a military rifle.
1974 A reduction of the number of members of the basic team of
twenty was allowed, by increments of four, to as few as eight
members, provided that both DCRA and NRA agreed. The firing
interval between matches was increased from annually to
every 2 years.
1976 The firing interval was changed to a 3-year period. Also
in 1976, the Match was fired for the first time on a decimal target,
the NRA LR (Long Range). (The LR target is to be used in
the 1992 Palma Match as well, for the only two times that a
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decimal target will have been used). The 7.62mm NATO round was
specified, and a manually operated action was also specified. The 'English
speaking nation' requirement was dropped.

1985 The rules of conduct of the Palma Match were made more specific
and the control of the Palma Match was given over to the Palma Council,
consisting of the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and the
United States.

1988 The firing interval was increased from 3 years to 4 years, with the
next match to be held in the United States in 1992.

1995 The Match was increased in length to two days with the same course
of fire each day.

2002 Formation of International Confederation of Fullbore Rifle
Associations and control of the match vested in its World Championship
Committee. At the ICFRA General Assembly in.....

2007 the ICFRA Rules for the conduct of Target Shooting were adopted and
applied to all ICFRA International fixtures, including the Palma Match.
This included the technical change to the use of the .308 Winchester
cartridge (or 7.62x51 commercial metrification equivalent) and a trigger
pull of 500g.

2011 First use of the ICFRA 5 point bull target.

2019 Rules adjusted to permit use of the 5.56mm/.223 REM Rifle together
with the removal of the Armourer from the Team roster, the role having
been a necessity when ‘issue’ rifles were used.

2023 As a consequence of the Covid-19 Pandemic the 2023 Palma was
delayed until 2024, which forms the basis of a revised 4-year cycle.

1. In 1875, the NRA of Great Britain was invited to send a British team to compete
against an American team in a 'great International match to be organized in connection
with the Centennial celebrations' in 1876. The NRA duly agreed and appointed Sir Henry
Halford to captain the British team. (Captain Drake RE to be Adjutant). In December
1875 when the formal challenge arrived, it was found that invitations had also been sent to
the Irish Rifle Association and the Scottish National Rifle Club and that the NRA invita-
tion was solely for an English team. Both the Irish and Scottish Associations were deter-
mined to send a team and not to turn down the challenge, and hence it was the NRA, who
considered that they represented the whole of the United Kingdom and not just England,
who withdrew their acceptance of the challenge. The Dominion of Canada Rifle
Association also had a similar problem as can be seen in extracts from the 1876 DCRA
report on the next page. Canada was represented by the Victoria Rifle Club of Hamilton.

2. The Match was part of the Grand Centennial Rifle Contest - the 'International Long
Range Match for the Championship of the World'. The prize was an American Centennial
Trophy, and each member of the winning team received a medal representing the trophy
together with the medal of the US Centennial Commission. In addition, each competitor
was given a diploma issued by the Commission.

800, 900, and 1000 yards, Creedmoor Rules, prize a "Trophy"
presented by the citizens of the United States. A programme
will be prepared as soon as possible which will embrace other
matches for military and other arms, and for shorter distances,
and copies will be furnished you for distribution among your
Riflemen.

Permit us to add that it is the intention of our Association to
make the American Rifle Tournament of 1876, one of great
interest to all who participate, and we take much pride being
the medium of announcing to your Countrymen the earnest
wish of the American People to meet you on this interesting
occasion.

THE INTERNATIONAL RIFLE MATCH AT CREEDMOOR

On Tuesday, September 12th, commenced this series of rifle
matches, under the auspices of the United States Centennial
Commission and the National Rifle Association. The Irish,
Scotch and Australian Rifle Teams had arrived in New York
early in the month, and were formally received by the National
Rifle Association, an amateur rifle club, on September 4th, at
the Fifth Avenue Hotel. The names of the gentlemen compos-
ing the teams are as follows: Americans - Messrs. Dakin,
Farwell, Weber, Fulton, Gildersleeve, Rathbone, Bodine and
Allen. Irish - Messrs, Johnson, Fenton, Rigby, Dyas, Pollock,
Goff, Joynt, Milner and Leech. Australian - Messrs. Smith,
Sleep, Lynch, King, Gee, Draper, Slade and Wardill. Scotch -
Messrs. Boyd, Whitelaw, Mitchell, McVittie, Rae, Thorburn,
Clark and Menzies. Canadian - Messrs. Mason, Bell, Murison,
Adams, Gibson, Cotton, Disher and Gruit. On Wednesday, the
6th September, the members of the different teams, except the
Canadian, met at Creedmoor for long-range practice, when the
Irish made the best total, the Scotch the worst. The match
commenced on September 12th with the short and mid-range
contests. In the first match of 200 yards, there were 164
marksmen, shooting ten rounds each at sixteen targets. In this
match George Disher, Canadian, was the only foreign marks-
man who carried off the prize. In the mid-range competition
there were 159 competitors, among whom were Messrs. Milner
and Thynne of the Irish, Judge Gildersleeve and Mr Rathbone
of the American, and C.E. Overbaugh and H.S. Jewell of the
reserves. At this range the Americans did exceedingly well,
only one of the foreigners, Mr Milner (Irish Team), carrying off
the prize. H.S. Jewell won the first prize on a clean score of 50
points out of a possible 50. On the following day the first long-
range match was held, five team entries being made - the
American, Canadian, Scotch, Australian, and Irish. In this
match the Americans led with 550 out of 600 possible, the
Scotch and Irish tied at 535, the Australian was fourth at 581,
and the Canadian was last at 521. The 900 yards range com-
menced at two o'clock and closed at four, the best individual
score being made by McVittie (Scotch Team) - eleven bull's eyes
and six centres, 71. The team-scores showed that the Scotch
had made 528, the Irish and Australian 524, the American 518,
and the Canadian 476, the whole total for the two ranges being:
Americans, 1,068; Scotch, 1,063; Irish, 1,059; Australian, 1,055;
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and Canadian, 997. The next match was the 1,000 yards range,
and was finished at six o'clock by the Scots completing the total
of 523 on the 1,000 yards, which made their grand total 1,586;
the Irish tying them on the 1,000 yards, making a grand total
of 1,582; while the Americans stood third at 1,577; the
Australians fourth at 1,545; and the Canadians at 1,490. Dr J.
Mitchell (Scotch Team) made the extraordinary score of 14 bul-
I's-eyes and an inner, scoring 73 out of the possible 75. On
Thursday the shooting of long ranges was resumed, completing
at 1.15 p.m, leaving the Scotch first; the Americans 9 points
behind; the Irish third, 18 points behind the Americans; and
the Australians 17 points behind the Irish. The Canadians
were 20 behind the Scotch. The great contest of the day on the
1,000 yards was completed by four o'clock, and in this Mr
Milner, of the Irish team, made his 15 consecutive bull's-eyes,
making what has never before been made, either at match or
practice, a perfect score at 1,000 yards. The Americans added a
score of 509, making a grand total of 3,126 leading the field by
22 points. The Irish took the second place, and headed the
Scotch, who tied the Australians; the Canadians being far in
the rear. At the announcement of the victory of the American
Team there was most enthusiastic applause, the members
being mounted upon a table in full sight of the vast concourse of
spectators, and congratulatory remarks being made by the cap-
tains of the different teams. On Friday evening, the 15th of
September, Gilmore's Garden in New York city, was crowded to
its utmost capacity on the occasion of the presentation of the
Creedmoor prizes. As the teams entered they were escorted to
the boxes, decorated with the colors of the nation represented.
After a special programme had been performed, Mayor
Wickham and Gen. Hawley, the umpire proceeded to the
American's box and headed the procession of the teams to the
platform upon which rested the great trophy, which has already
been illustrated in this publication. Gen. Hawley presented the
medals of the Centennial Commission to the members who won
in the short-range matches, and then the trophy itself; after
which he presented each member of the team with a miniature
copy of the trophy in gold and silver.

EXTRACT FROM THE NRA OF GREAT BRITAIN
REPORT 1877

On the 26th of April the Council received the invitation from
the National Rifle Association of New York to send representa-
tives to compete for the "American Centennial Trophy and the
Championship of the World," the conditions to be those of 1876,
and the Match to take place in the month of September follow-
ing, provided that notice of entry was received at New York on
or before the 1st of June. The Council, though of the opinion
that the time allowed for making all the arrangements neces-
sary for the organisation of a Team worthy of representing the
Riflemen of the United Kingdom in so important a Match would
be scarcely sufficient, especially as the approaching Wimbledon
Meeting would virtually occupy the whole of the intervening
month of July, nevertheless resolved upon accepting the invita-
tion, provided that it was ascertained that neither Scotland nor
Ireland had determined to enter separate representative
Teams. Letters were therefore addressed to the Secretaries of
the Scottish National Rifle Club and the two Rifle Associations
of Ireland, and the answers received being to the effect that nei-
ther of the Associations had the intention of availing them-
selves this year of the invitation, the resolution of the Council
of the National Rifle Association of New York by a telegram of
the 28th May, and on the 2nd of June the following letter was
addressed to the Secretary, Mr. G. Schermerhorn:-

2nd June, 1877.

SIR,

"I have the honour to inform you, by the direction of the
Council of the National Rifle Association, that at a meeting of
the Council of the National Rifle Association it was resolved,
that as no separate Teams from Scotland and Ireland had this
year been able to avail themselves of the invitation sent to
them by the Board of Directors of the National Rifle Association
of New York to compete in the "International Long Range
Match for the Championship of the World" at Creedmoor, the
National Rifle Association do accept the courteous invitation of
the National Rifle Association of New York, and send a Team
representing the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland
to compete in the Match. With that view they have appointed
Sir Henry Halford to form the Team, and he will at once take
steps to carry out the instructions of the Council, who request
that you will take the earliest opportunity of bringing this let-
ter to the notice of your Board of Directors. As no time was to
be lost in informing the Directors of the decision of the Council
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of the National Rifle Association, I telegraphed it to you a few
days ago.

"T am further directed to request that you will be so good as
to address any communications in reference to the Team to Sir
Henry Halford, Bt., Wistow, Leicester.

A special meeting of the Board
was held yesterday, the 19th instant, and the following resolu-
tion was unanimously adopted, and the Secretary directed to
forward you a copy: 'Resolved, that this Board learn with plea-
sure the intention of the National Rifle Association of Great
Britain to send a team representing the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland to Creedmoor in September next to
compete for the American Centennial Trophy and the
Championship of the World." Your request that I 'address any
communication in reference to the Team 'Sir Henry Halford,
Bart.,' whom you inform me has been appointed to your Council



to form the Team, shall be complied with. Permit me to say, in
conclusion, that it will be the earnest desire of the National
Rifle Association to spare no effort to make the visit of your rep-
resentative Riflemen in every request a pleasure trip long to be
remembered by them.

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LT. COL. C.L. PEEL'S REPORT ON THE 1877 TOUR
TO USA

Lieut.-Colonel C.L. Peel, on his return from America, wrote a
report upon the Match, intended at the time to be "private and
confidential," to the Chairman and Council of the N.R.A. of
Great Britain.

The latter recognizing the great value of this report, and
thinking that it might be of interest to Riflemen generally, per-
mitted its publication in the Volunteer Service Gazette, with
Colonel Peel's acquiescence, and reproduces it here.

"12 Pall Mall East,
8th October 1877.

"My Lord,

"In accordance with your wishes I have committed to paper,
for the information of the Council of the N.R.A., a few points
that have come under my notice whilst in America with the
British Rifle Team.

"In the first place, I saw no novelty that I think should be
adopted at Wimbledon, with the exception of the "Telephone,"
and one or two smaller matters, such as:-

"1st. High-scoring boards (showing over the heads of the

crowd).

"2nd. Dial for wind-gauge.

"3rd. Shelter tents.

"In all relating to the other of shooting, squadding and mat-
ters of executive detail, the Americans are behind us.

"They have adopted our rules almost verbatim, but are not
obliged, perhaps, to carry them out with the exactness and
punctuality the necessity for which has been forced upon us by
limited time and unlimited entries.

"With regard to the result of the International match itself,
those of Americans whose opinions are of most value appear, I
may say almost unanimously, to attribute their success to three
causes:-

"1st - To the superiority of their breech-loading rifles and
ammunition, and to the care taken in making the most of these
advantages.

"2nd. - To some of our men adopting the "prone" position.

"3rd. - To the better organisation of the American team.

"They attach relative importance to these three causes in the
order given above.



Report on the 1877 tour

"T quite agree with them as to the causes; but as to their rel-
ative importance I am inclined to reverse the order, thus:

"1st. - Organisation.

"2nd. - Position.

"3rd. - Rifles.

"In examining them, I will therefore take them in the latter
order.

"The superiority of the Americans, or rather our inferiority,
in team organisation is, I think, far greater than they have any
idea of, or than anybody, perhaps, not as it were behind the
scenes of both teams like myself, can quite appreciate.

"It is a subject that appears to me to have been quite neglect-
ed by our shooting men, who apparently are unable to under-
stand the importance of working in concert. To enter a Team
composed as ours have always been against the Americans, is
like expecting an undisciplined rabble to hold its own against a
body of regular troops of similar numerical strength.

"T can scarcely believe that our present race of shooting men
- brought up as they have been to trust solely on their own
judgement - could ever, as a rule, be induced to abandon their
individuality to the extent that is necessary for the formation of
a disciplined team.

"The Irish and Scotch appear to have picked up in their vis-
its to America some vague notion of what may be done by acting
in concert, but to me it is surprising that, having witnessed the
American method of team shooting, they should have learned
so little, and that they should have failed to see the hopeless-
ness of competing with the Americans under present condi-
tions.

"One of the 'eights' shooting for the 'Elcho Shield' can no
more be considered a team in the American sense than can a
number of horsemen collected haphazard to be considered a
cavalry regiment.

"If the Council were anxious to introduce team shooting into
our country I should say - 'Don't attempt to form teams out of
the present race of shooting men, but let the Chancellor's Plate
be shot for with breech-loading match Rifles, and send some-
body down to each University to coach the men for a couple of
months'.

"This would ensure your getting men of an age and of a tem-
perament which would allow of their being under some sort of
discipline - a sine qud non.

"In a separate paper, which I append (see page 92), I have
made a few notes as to how a team should be chosen and put
together. They are drawn up almost entirely upon the
American model, with some minor changes and additions which

1st:

“organ-
isation".
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I think would be found improvements.

"Undoubtedly, a man shooting in the 'prone position' - i.e., on
the face - as compared to the 'back position' is exposed to a
breakdown.

"That is, a man who generally makes brilliant scores 'on his
face,' should he be suffering from indisposition or nervousness,
or be 'out of sorts' from any cause, goes to pieces altogether.

"This does not occur in the case of a man shooting 'on his
back," who, under similar circumstances, will probably only
drop a point or two, and not throw out his comrades.

"T must here explain that in a properly organised team a
breakdown means not only, as with us, a falling off in the indi-
vidual's score but the throwing out of gear of the rest of the
team.

"It is noticeable that the three men of our team (all celebrat-
ed shots) who fired in the 'prone' position made the three worst
scores recorded in either team, whilst one of the highest scores
of the American side was a man who was so ill that it was a
question from round to round whether he would not have to
give up shooting.

"This is a subject upon which (in common with the
Americans) I know that I differ with Sir Henry Halford and
others of our party, doubtless far better judges than myself,
who am unable to approach the subject scientifically.

"Still where 'doctors disagree' the looker-on, who proverbially
'sees most of the game,' may perhaps venture to give his opin-
ion quantum valeat.

"In discussing this subject we should not be misled by the
high scores made at Creedmoor, which mean nothing, and are
attributable solely to local circumstances.

"The marking, scoring &c., which are carried on most strictly
and fairly, are precisely the same as our own, and yet a man
shooting individually makes, or ought to make, some ten points
more than his Wimbledon average in 45 rounds at Creedmoor.

"The surroundings of the range are green - the butts shel-
tered - the climatic and atmospheric influences less variable,
and there is generally, as compared with Wimbledon, scarcely
any 'mirage' whilst from the northern aspect of the butts the
sun is never in the shooter's eyes. In short, Creedmoor is a per-
fect shooting gallery.

"The Americans state that with the breech-loader they can
use a heavier charge of gunpowder than can be done with the
muzzle-loader.

"They also lay great stress upon their powder burning slower
than ours.

"They claim that by these means they obtain a lower traject-
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ory, and that in other respects their bullets are less affected by
external influences.

"In connection with this subject I was assured by a member
of the American Team that visited Dollymount and Wimbledon
in 1875 - an exceptionally wet year - that they found it neces-
sary to make little or no change in the elevation of their rifles
from what they used at home - not more than what one day's
practice sufficed to rectify.

"This was certainly not the case with our rifles at
Creedmoor.

"The heavy charge necessitates 'cleaning out' after every
round, but they claim that the weapon they use being in itself a
practical one, and suitable for military or sporting purposes, to
get the best shooting out of it they can.

"The 'cleaning out' varies according to fancy, but the method ¢,
most frequently adopted consists of four distinct processes:- out.

"1st. A water brush and water are used.

"2nd. A dry rag, or piece of lint.

"3rd. An oiled rag.

"4th. A piece of wash leather.

"They load their cartridges on the ground-inserting the bul- Loading.
let, which has a lubricated paper wrapper, but no wad, very
slightly (1/16-inch only) into the 'shell.'

"Old shells are considered the best until they get out of
shape.

"Some men prefer, for match purposes, those that have been
used twice, others thrice; and some, I understand, use the same
shell over and over again.

"All this is, of course unpractical, but they contend that it is
not more so than the use of the sights employed in all match
shooting, whilst their rifle is 'the gun of the period', and fit to be
taken from the ranges to the battle-field or the prairies.

"T watched their shooting, on many occasions very narrowly,
and observed that when one man of their team had once got
well on to the bull's-eye, a change of sighting or elevation was,
comparatively, seldom, made by the others at that distance. On
the other hand, each man of our party, as he came up to fire
each round, would be fumbling with his sights, screwing them
up and down, and, apparently, making abstruse mathematical
calculations.

"This looked to me like a confirmation of the American claim
to a lower trajectory than ours.

"I should add that they have several Metford and Rigby rifles
at Creedmoor, and have tried them, in every way, against
breech-loaders - more exhaustively, I fancy, than we have done.

"It would be useless to enter into the question of which they
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consider the better of the two, but I am bound to say that the
balance for the evidence appears to me to be in favour of the
breech-loader, when properly handled, being slightly superior
to either.

"It should be mentioned that, with all their cleaning out, the
Americans always got through their shooting, both in practice
and in the match, at every distance in something like two
thirds of the time taken by our men, who, themselves, shot
much quicker than at Wimbledon.

"This was in a great measure, no doubt, owing to superior
system and discipline, but something must also be credited to
the breech-loader.

"As individual marksmen there is little, if anything, to
choose between the representatives of the two nations.

"In the Spirit of the Times match for individual shooting -
which took place on the Tuesday following the great match, and
in weather more calculated to bring out individual merit - our
three highest scorers were beaten, it is true, by 14 Americans,
but on the other hand, taking members only to the two eights of
the previous week, the British made a slightly better total.

"This result goes to prove that the best individual shot is not,
necessarily, the best man in a team, and vice versd; but I fail to
see that, as has been claimed by some, it denotes any decided
superiority in the British over the Americans, even in individ-
ual shooting.

"As it would be useless to point out all our faults without
suggesting some remedy, I shall endeavour to deduce the
lessons which to my mind, all concerned should learn from the
experience gained at Creedmoor.

To all the 'small-bore' men I would say, 'Get a good "back
position," if you have not already adopted one; treat your rifle
scientifically and try and get the best possible shooting out of it;
ABOVE ALL, if team shooting is to be carried on, study system,
and discipline, which are synonymous with organization.'

"To the 'gunmakers' I would say, 'Do not stop to discuss the
merits of your respective muzzle-loaders, but go with the times,
and do not rest satisfied till you have produced a practical
breech-loading rifle that will beat all the muzzle-loaders and
breech-loaders ever yet made.'

To the Council of the N.R.A. I would say, - "Whether you wish
to encourage team-shooting or not, hold out every enducement
to the production of the best breech-loading rifles from 9lb. 40z.
to 10lbs., and let a military breech-loader be the match rifle of
the future, allowing any contrivance that science or ingenuity
can invent to get the best shooting out of it for match purposes,
without destroying its efficiency as a military weapon.
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"Above all, set your faces against the further use of muzzle-
loaders, even if proved to be better for match purposes than our
present breech-loaders. The former are relics of a bygone age,
and the chief obstacle to all improvement in a practical direc-
tion. Were this policy pursued, we might look for a revival of
the interest formerly taken by the public in match shooting - an
interest now confined to the hundred or so who possess muzzle-
loading rifles and their immediate friends, and apparently
dying out amongst them.'

"T am unwilling to close this paper without a word of well-
merited praise to the members of our team. They did their
best, and according to our standard, they shot splendidly. They
showed great pluck, too, throughout an uphill contest, and took
their defeat as a defeat should be taken.

"If in any of my remarks I may appear to have been hard
upon them, it is only because the report of a defeat must neces-
sarily be to a certain extent an adverse criticism.

"Having been asked for my opinion, I have given it honestly,
and I hope not unkindly.

"T have the honour to be, my Lord,
"Your Lordship's obedient Servant,
"C.L. PEEL, Lt-Colonel,
Executive Officer, NRA.
"To the Earl of Wharncliffe,
"Chairman of the National Rifle Association"

"Rifle Team Organisation.

"T am decidedly of opinion that the Captain of a Team should
not himself shoot.

"He would find ample occupation in looking after his men,
whereas should he shoot, his duties, at the firing point, must in
a great measure be left to a 'Coach', who would not carry the
same weight.

"This, however, must depend upon circumstances, and no
fixed rule can well be laid down.

"The man selected to act as Captain should possess a great
tact and firmness, should be devoid of anything like 'fussiness,'
and should have had so much experience that the Team gener-
ally would be ready to give cheerful obedience to all his direc-
tions.

Choice of a
Captain.
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"Nobody but the Captain should ever find fault with a mem-
ber of the Team, or even point out an error.

"In my opinion there should be but one 'Coach' for the whole
Team, though it would of course be open to him to call in fur-
ther advice.

"The Captain would be, I think, as stated above, better
employed in filling the office of Coach than in shooting.

"The Coach should watch every current of air, every chance
of the atmosphere; he should know every man's 'target' on all
occasions.

To him alone it should be given to advise, and if necessary to
order a change of sighting elevation.

"There should be a spotter to each Target. He should be pro-
vided with a spotting Target, Telescope, and a differently
coloured pin for each man of his squad, e.g., red, blue, yellow,
green, &c.

"The spotting Targets should be placed so that every man of
the Team can see them both.

"The pin corresponding with the last shooter of each squad
should be stuck, and should remain there till that man fires
again.

"Thus each man's last shot, and every hit made since the last
fired, would be seen at a glance.

"The spotting of the spotter must be accepted as the official
record of each hit, and no private spotting by, or for, any mem-
ber of the Team should be allowed.

"A spotter should not be required to keep a score or do any-
thing but spot correctly, which will be found ample occupation
for one man.

"It is usual to allow individual shots of note to compete for
places in a Team, but I should prefer that the choice of men
should be left solely to the Captain, whose powers should be in
all respects absolute.

"T do not think that the best individual shot is necessarily
the most valuable man for a Team; far from it.

"To be of use in a Team a man must not believe himself, or
his opinion, to be infallible, as is not infrequently the case with
shooting men.

"He must not only be willing to act contrary to his own opin-
ion at times, but he must be capable of knowing when a bad
shot is the result of a 'bad let off', or other accidental circum-
stances, and be prepared to say so honestly.

"Many shooting men think it impossible that they them-
selves can make a mistake, and imagine that a miss or bad shot
MUST result from some cause over which they have no control.

"Such men are unfitted for a Team, however brilliant their
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individual shooting may be.

"Knowing how our present small-bore men have been trained
solely for individual shooting, I should prefer to pick a Team
from untried men who had little or no practice as small-bore
shots.

"The stamp of man I should select would be one having a
clear light eye, a steady hand, a good digestion, and not know-
ing the meaning of the word 'nervousness.'

"He should be able to devote six weeks to practice, at least,
be willing to submit to discipline, and to a certain extent be pre-
pared to 'go into training;' enough of the latter to keep him in
good general health.

"As it is absolutely necessary that a Team should practise
together for weeks, all the Members must live within easy
reach of each other, and of a long range butt, and to be able to
give up, say six hours for three days in each week to practice.

"Small bore clubs with permanent ranges might be got up
near our large towns if match shooting were to be generally
taken up, or if it were to be encouraged in the Army, no doubt
many first-class Teams might be got up at Hythe, Aldershot, or
elsewhere.

"Whatever rifles may be used, the first thing to be done, after Rifes.
picking the ten men to compose your Team, is to bring all the
rifles together in the matter of sighting, so that they shall all
have a common zero for elevation and wind, and that the min-
utes or degrees shall be precisely similar.

"Their accuracy in these respects should be ascertained on a
calm day at two hundred yards, and again at eight hundred
yards to ensure the sights being upright, and they should be
frequently retested during practice.

"In a word, every rifle should be so exactly the counterpart of
the rest that each man might be supposed to be shooting, practi-
cally, with the same gun.

This is the foundation of the system of Team-shooting.

"The eight men to compose the Team should be selected from Reserve and
the ten, as early as possible, by the Captain, and the two e,
reserved men should be prepared to work as though they were
chosen in the eight.

"T assume that no man would be chosen who was not a reli-
able 'holder' - a mere question of eye, nerve and 'position.'

"Three Targets should be appropriated to the practice of the
Team. The Team proper should shoot at the two outside ones, Targets
the Captain squadding them by fours to a Target. pram,ce,

"The two reserve men should shoot at the centre Target, each
working with one or other of the squads, in such a way as to be
able at any time to take the place of any man who may become
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non-effective - i.e., each reserve man should shoot every day as
the duplicate of one of his squad firing at the same time and
getting his coaching precisely as though he were that man.
One day as No. 1, next as No. 2, and so on; but he must not dis-
turb the squad, and must fire at the centre Target, although his
hits must be spotted on the Spotting Target of his squad.

"The Captain should, either on his own judgment or after
consultation, deduce, before commencing at each distance, with
what elevation and wind allowance the experimental shot is to
be fired.

"This done, the steadiest man in the Team, who should
always lead one of the squads, should fire the first shot. Should
this produce a good bull's-eye, the proper sighting has been
found, but should it not be a good shot an alteration must be
made by the Captain in the sighting before the second man
fires, and so on till a good bull's-eye is made.

"This experimental shooting should only go on at one Target,
but the proper sighting once arrived at, both squads should
take up the shooting without delay.

"It is evident that, theoretically, one man having made a
good bull's-eye, and every man being a steady puller, and the
rifles precisely similar, as long as the wind and other external
influences remain unchanged, every man should get a bull's-eye
at each shot.

"Therefore, the elevation and wind once correctly obtained,
the quicker the shooting and the more shots that can be got on
to the Target before a change comes the better.

"To prevent delay, as soon as each man goes down to shoot,
his 'next man' should kneel close behind and coach him; stop
his shooting during a puff of wind; tell him when to pull; shade
his sights; and help him in every way.

"If an unmistakable change of wind occurs, of course the
shooting must be stopped, and a fresh arrangement of sights
decided upon, but as a rule it should go on (and the quicker the
better) till somebody makes, say, a bad inner, or something
worse.

"It will be special duty of the 'next man' to see that the
shooter's sights are rightly set and are upright, &c. This done
he will call out the letter or number of the Target (say 'Letter
H."). and the shooter will make sure that he is aiming at the
proper Target, and repeat 'Letter H.' in a loud tone.

"Immediately after shooting, the shooter will jump up, go to
the left about, move to the rear of the squad without waiting for
the marking, and commence 'cleaning out,' so that there may be
no delay.

"As his successor goes down, his mext man' will of course
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kneel by his head, and so on.

"If he had a 'bad let off,' the shooter must declare it AT ONCE,
without waiting for his shot to be marked, and whether the hit
be a good or a bad one, it must be disregarded.

"NO TALKING SHOULD BE ALLOWED, AND NO PER-
SON PERMITTED WITHIN THE ROPES, WHOSE PRES-
ENCE CAN POSSIBLY BE DISPENSED WITH. No reporters,
no private spotters, no 'attendants carrying rifles,' none of the
crowd of loungers we are accustomed to see at the firing points
when small-bore competition is in progress.

"No body of men can work together satisfactorily without
order, silence, and method, which are far more necessary in
Team-shooting than in ordinary competitions.

"All this simply means 'discipline'; and if I wrote for another
hour I could say no more than that word conveys.

"The foregoing notes were made by me when in America with
the 'British Rifle Team,' and were the result of a careful study
of the American system, in which I have made such slight
changes as appeared to be judicious.

General Dakin is well-known as a rifleman, having shot on the
American Teams of 1874, '75 and '76, and being high man at Dollymount. During the
practice this year, he has retained his reputation for steadiness, his average being
197.2, with 1,184 out of the 1,350 points. General Dakin was unanimously chosen
Captain of the Team of 1877.
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MAJOR HERBERT S. JEWELL
is thirty-six years of age, born in Rochester, N.Y., and now a resident of
Brooklyn. During the present year he has shot in every long range compe-
tition at Creedmoor, and has secured the best general average, his record
standing about 204. He is first in the team of 1877, with 1,220 out of the
1,350 points, average, 203.2. He stands 5t. 6in. in height, and weighs
about 1601bs.
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LAWRENCE WEBER
is a New Yorker, born in Buffalo, is 5ft. 9 1/2in. in height, weighs 155
Ibs., and is forty eight years of age. He was a member of the American
Team of 1876, standing second in the grand total. He has won fourth
place on this year's team, with 1,195 points, and an average of 199.1.
He is at present a resident of Brooklyn.
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CHARLES E. BLYDENBURGH
the eighth man on the team, is twenty-three years of age, 5ft. 7in. in
height, weighs about 15lbs., and is a native of the City of Brooklyn.
He has been shooting but two seasons, and is already one of the best
of the Creedmoor "cracks". His score during the t-hree competitions
was 1,169 points, with an average of 194.5.
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FRANK HYDE
stands 6ft. 4in., and weighs over 200lbs. He is a native of Connecticut,
and traces his ancestry to the Mayflower. Mr. Hyde, during the past two
years, has made some most excellent scores at the long range. He secured
a place on the team of 1876, but gave way to Colonel Bodine. He stands
fifth in this year's team, with 1,191 points, and an average of 198.3. He is
connected with the Sharp's Rifle Company.
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ISAAC LEROY ALLEN

was born in New York City, is 5ft. 10in. in height, chest 38in., and
weighs about 155lbs. He was a member of the International Team in
1867, and has held his own during the matches of this year. He stands
second on the Team of 1877, with 1,219 points, and an average of 203.1.
He is a resident of Brooklyn.

He has shot seven times in the
English eight for the Elcho Shield, twice making
the highest score; has won the Cambridge Cup,
the Association Cup, the Albert, and the Duke of
Cambridge's Prize. He is five feet nine, weighs
157 pounds, and shoots in the Fulton position -
lying on his back.
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H. S. EVANS (British)
H. S. Evans is twenty-six, has shot three times for
England in the Elcho Shield, and has won the
Cambridge Cup. He s five feet high, weighs 132
pounds, and shoots on his back. Like Mr.
Humphry, he is a member of the English bar.
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J. K. MILNER (British)
J. K. Milner, is a genuine Irishman, and possesses
all the characteristics of his nation. He is young,
although an excellent shot, and was the winner of
the Abercom Cup, and a member of the Irish Team
in the Elcho Shield. In the match at Creedmoor
last year he made the remarkable score of fifteen
consecutive bull's-eyes at 1,000 yards.
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WILLIAM RIGBY (British)

William Rigby is about forty, of medium height,
has a face indicating dignity and repose, and wears
a flowing beard. He was one of the Irish team who
shot at Creedmoor last year. He is a member of
the Elcho Shield and has won the Abercom Cup
and other honours. He is a partner of John Rigby,
the inventor of the rifle bearing his name.
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LIEUTENANT-COLONEL FENTON (British)
Lieutenant-Colonel James Fenton is one of England's
best shots, and has won nearly every prize competed for
at the Wimbledon and other meetings. He has repre-
sented England in the Elcho Shield eight times, and has
twice won the Cambridge Cup. His height is five feet,
weight 170 pounds and he shoots in the prone position.
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LIEUTENANT GEORGE FENTON (British)

He has twice
shot in the English eight for the Elcho Shield.

2.2 Fergusson is a Scotsman, forty years old,
with a keen eye, and has been an enthusiastic
rifleman for eighteen years. He has taken part
in thirteen out of sixteen competitions for the
Elcho Shield, and has borne off the St. George's
Challenge Vase, the Army rifle and Snider rifle.

Rifles and Ammunition.- Six of the American team used the
Krag Jorgensen rifle, and two (Captain Graham and Corporal
Casey) the newly-adopted Improved Springfield, also of .300
calibre, but firing a larger cartridge, and giving 2,300 f.s. veloci-
ty to the 220 grain bullet. It did not appear from the scores of
those using it that it gave any marked advantage over the ordi-
nary arm. The ammunition used by the Americans was special-
ly prepared, and loaded with Laflin and Rand powder. The
British and Canadians both used cordite ammunition made at
Woolwich. In view of the very high scores made in practice by
the Americans, scores which the Service rifle and ammunition
do not seem capable of equalling, and in view also of the small
vertical deviation noticeable during the match on the American
targets as compared with those of the other team, it may be
presumed that the team from the United States held a decided
advantage as regards the accuracy of their rifle and ammuni-
tion.

A very large proportion of the points lost and the misses
made by the British and Canadian teams were owing to vertical
inaccuracy. Thus the Americans had only 7 misses, while the
British had actually 11. The whole of the latter are believed to
have been above or below the target, while some of the
American misses were past the side of the target. The propor-
tion of outers in the British and American scores - 18 to 30 -
shows that the direction maintained by the former was very
much the better of the two, since the outer comprises only the
ends of the 12ft. x 6ft. target, and indicates that, with an equal
vertical error, their scoring should have been much higher than
that of the Americans.

The aperture or 'peephole’ sight in the sliding bar of the rifle,
which most of the American team used, certainly gives some
advantage in accuracy aim over the ordinary open sights; while
the lateral adjustment of the backsight to allow for wind, so
well provided for in the American rifles, is very advantageous,
especially at long ranges. The British team all shot in the
prone position, and so did the Canadians, with the exception of
Captain Mitchell, who shot from the back. Some of he
Americans used the back position as being steadier than the
prone and enabling them to bring the eye nearer to the aper-
ture of the backsight. This was accomplished by passing the
butt over the right shoulder and holding it with the left hand,
passed behind the head for the purpose; the trigger could then
be pressed with the right thumb. The recoil was taken on a
strap attached to the rifle and passed over the knees.

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MATCH CONDITIONS - AS IN NRA OF
GREAT BRITAIN REPORT 1902

PALMA TROPHY MATCH, 1903

The winning of this Trophy by the British Team in 1902, at
Ottawa, having made the N.R.A. the hosts for the match of the
current year, the following circular was issued, with the kind
assistance of the Foreign Office and the Colonial Office, to the
leading Rifle Clubs of Foreign Nations:-

"PALMA INTERNATIONAL RIFLE MATCH"

"The Palma Trophy, which was won by the British Team at
Ottawa, September 13th, 1902, in competition with teams from
the United States and Canada, will be shot for at Bisley in
1903. The date fixed for the match is Saturday, 11th July.

"The general conditions for the match are as follows:-

1. Teams.-Each team shall consist of eight men. Members of the various teams participat-
ing must be residents of the countries they respectively represent, except in the case
of teams representing a provincial territory or a government, in which case a resi-
dence in the province will be sufficient.

Rifles.-The National Military arm of the country the team represents.

Distances.-800, 900, and 1,000 yards.

Size of Target.-Rectangular 12ft. x 6-ft.; Dimensions; Bull's-eye, circular, 36 in. diam;
Inner, circular, 54-in. diam.; Magpie, square, 72-in.; Outer, remainder of target.

No. of Shots.-Fifteen at each distance by each competitor.

Position.-Any, without artificial rest.

Entrance Fee,-£3.5s. per team.

"The Council of the National Rifle Association hope that as
many nationalities as possible will take part in the match, and
they cordially invite ...................... to send a team.

"They will be happy to place long range accommodation at
Bisley at the disposal of the competing teams before the match
for practice, and will do their best to forward all arrangements
for their convenience and comfort. The Secretary of the
National Rifle Association will be glad to answer any inquiries
and to give any further information in his power."

The following are the rules and conditions of the Match as
finally approved by the N.R.A. of America for 1903:-

1. Teams.-Each team shall consist of eight men. Members of the various teams participat-
ing must be citizens and residents of the countries they respectively represent, except
in the case of teams representing a provincial territory of a Government, in which case
a residence in the province will be sufficient.

2. Rifles.-The National Military arm of the country the team represents being in all
respects of the pattern adopted and issued to the troops for service. Rifles of private
manufacture may be used, but they must conform to the regulation pattern, and bear
the official view marks.



Match Conditions

3. Distances.-800, 900, and 1,000 yards.

4. Size of Target.-Rectangular, 12-ft. x 6-ft.; Dimensions; Bull's - eye, circular, 36-in.
diam; Inner circular, 54-in. diam; Magpie, square, 72-in,; Outer, remainder of target.

5. Position.-Any without artificial rest.

6. No. of Shots.-Fifteen at each range by each competitor. Coaching allowed.

7. Sights.-Regulation sights as issued with the rifle, but they may be painted or coloured
black or white, but not mixed so as to produce grey. Orthoptics may be worn if desired.

8. Time.-One hour and forty-five minutes (1hr. 45min.) to be allowed for each distance,
exclusive of time occupied in challenging.

9. Entrance Fee.-£3 5s per team.

10. Prize.-The American Centennial Palma Trophy. Such Trophy to be shot for in each sub-
sequent year upon the same terms in the country of the team holding it, at such time
and place as the National Rifle Shooting organization of the country may decide. A
Bronze Medal to each member of the winning team.

11. Triggers to be tested with a four and one half (4 1/2lb.)pound trigger-tester before the
match begins.

12. A practice target will be allotted to each team at each distance for sighting purposes.

13. Shots may be challenged without payment.

14. In the absence of any positive indication (by the throwing of the earth or other sub-
stance into the pit, or against the target) that a shot is a ricochet, it shall be allowed
and its value scored.

CONDITIONS FOR THE ORGANISATION OF THE
MATCH

1. That a Committee, consisting of one member from each competing country, be appoint-
ed for the observance of the rules and conditions of the Match. Such Committee shall
act as Umpire. The Committee shall elect their own Chairman, who will have a cast-
ing vote in addition to his original vote. The Captain of each team will nominate a rep-
resentative of his country to serve on the Committee.

2. That all rules and conditions not otherwise provided for be decided by the majority of
the Captains prior to the day of the match. They will elect their own Chairman, who
will have a casting vote.

3. That, by agreement between Captains of teams, the time limit may be extended for
exceptional circumstances, such as storm, fog, etc.

4. That the conditions for the next year's match arranged at a meeting of the Captains, to
be held, if possible, after the match, such conditions not be varied in the following year
unless by the unanimous consent of the captains.

The report of the Match contained the following passages.

It may fairly be considered that the advantage given by the
back-sight of the American Service rifle being adjustable later-
ally for wind allowance may have been sufficient to affect the
result of the match. Such an arrangement adds both quickness
and accuracy to the aim, as compared with aiming over fixed
lines on a flat bar. The British Team shot steadily, but never
quickly; the Americans shot very quickly while the weather was
steady, and could afford time to wait if the wind began to
change. With the sights of the British rifle it is not possible to
take advantage of an easy spell of weather by very quick shoot-
ing. The style in which the Americans shot showed team
organisation and coaching.

The following points concern the rifles and ammunition used
by the British team.

Ammunition. Careful experiment had been made by the
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Captain of the team with .303" ammunition of many descrip-
tions, with the view of finding a load which would give better
results at long ranges than the ammunition of strict Service
pattern used in 1902. That made by the King's Norton Metal
Company appeared satisfactorily to fulfil all requirements. It
was loaded with a rather larger charge of cordite than the
Service cartridge, and with a bullet weighing 220 grains. It
was found that this ammunition could be depended upon to
shoot with good accuracy at 1000 yards; and it more than
realised expectations both in the previous practice and in the
match. It is not too much to say that such excellent scoring
with the Service rifle at long ranges has never before been seen.
The fact that the British team, like the American, had not a
single miss in the match is very remarkable, when it is remem-
bered that in the match for the Elcho Shield, which has been
shot with match rifles for forty years at the same ranges, no
team has ever shot through the course without at least one
miss in its score. The excellence of this ammunition is further
attested by the fact that in the match rifle competitions held
subsequently to the match, the Albert, the Any Rifle
Association Cup at 900 yards, and the Wimbledon Cup at 1100
yards, were all won with it, a bullet of 215 grains having been
substituted for that of 220 grains, to conform to the limits
allowed by the NRA regulations.

Rifles. Those shooting at Bisley in the match and in the previ-
ous practice provided their own rifles, of strict Service pattern.
Hardly any difficulty was experienced from the metallic fouling
which had been so constant a source of trouble previously to the
match of 1902.

Immediately before and during the match there arose doubts
among some of those officially concerned on behalf of the
British team, as to whether the rifles used by the American
team were strictly of those officially concerned on behalf of the
British team, as to whether the rifles used by the American
team were strictly in conformity with the Service arm of the
United States, which outwardly they closely resembled. There
were strong grounds for believing that their barrels, privately
made, had more than four grooves, and rifling with one turn in
8 inches, whereas their known Service rifle had four grooves
and one turn in 10 inches. During the match the question of
taking action was anxiously considered, and if it had depended
merely on the facts of the nature of the rifling it is possible that
a protest would have been lodged, although a proper examina-
tion of the rifling would have required special instruments and
have been difficult at the moment. But it was known that
changes in the Service arm of the United States were certainly
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pending, and it was also possible that the barrels used by the
team might be such as had quite recently been adopted for ser-
vice and issued to troops to a sufficient extent to bring them
within the regulations of the match. It was therefore thought
that the complete proof was wanting which alone would justify
a protest involving an imputation of deliberate non-compliance
with the rules of the match; and those concerned in the consid-
eration of the matter felt bound to maintain silence under the
circumstances then existing.

More, however, seems to have been known about the matter
in America, for on the 29th July an article appeared there in a
newspaper stating 'the American team did not use the national
arm of this country in firing in the Palma Match, and thereby
violated the terms governing the contest'. Press comments on
the subject on both sides of the Atlantic naturally followed,
including statements, quite contrary to the fact, that the NRA
of Great Britain had been aware of, and assented or made no
objection to the rifling of the American team's barrels. This
made a continuance of inaction impossible, and on October 26th
the Secretary of the NRA, by direction of the Council, wrote
with regard to the statements in the Press to the Secretary of
the NRA of America, asking for definite assurances as to the
rifling of the barrels used by their team in respect of the points
in which irregularities has been alleged. A correspondence fol-
lowed, which, owing to distance and to the necessity for careful
consideration to replies, and also to the intervals between meet-
ings of the respective bodies, lasted well into the next year.
Meanwhile, however, a specimen of the very latest pattern of
US Service rifle had, as a matter of international courtesy, been
sent by the War Office of the United States to the British War
Office, it was seen by members of the Council and examined by
experts, and had only four grooves and one turn in 10 inches.
In the result, although the British NRA disclaimed any inten-
tion of reversing the result of the match, the American NRA
returned the Palma Trophy on the ground that the controversy
could not continue without serious injury to competitive rifle
shooting the world over; and the NRA of Great Britain accepted
its custody without claiming a win, merely taking charge of it,
pending any future arrangement for a match. The whole corre-
spondence appears in an appendix to the NRA Report of 1904;
but it is well summed up in the following letter date June 21st,
to the Forest and Stream Publishing Co., New York.

Gentlemen, - Your letter of the 15th inst., to the secretary of
War has been referred to me to answer the following questions,
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namely:

In June, 1903, were specifications for a United States Service
rifle with eight grooves and an 8-inch twist approved and
adopted by the United States Government? If so, were any
such rifles issued to the Regular troops at any time in June,
1903, or subsequently?

Would a rifle with an 8-inch twist and eight grooves, made
by private makers, have been accepted by the United States
Government in June, 1903, or afterwards as Service Rifles?

To all of which I reply, No.

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A REPORT OF THE 1903 PALMA MATCH

Written by Monsieur Daniel Mérillon, President of the French NRA
and a member of the Palma Team, to the French Minister of War.

All the other teams, except the French marksmen, were shoot-
ing with rifles whose sights were designed in such a way to
allow wind adjustment and the Trophy therefore went, given
that all the marksmen were certainly in the elite category, to
the best equipped from this point of view.

The Americans were shooting with the modified Krag
Jorgensen rifle which had a hole in the cross bar of the back
sight and had a system by which the back sight could be altered
to left or to right according to what was needed.

The English and their colonies were shooting with Lee
Enfield rifles and the cursor in the back sight, which was very
wide between the branches of the back sight, can be turned
round from 300 yards onwards and therefore present a horizon-
tal line, with no notch, on which there are several aiming
points marked by white lines and that produces, by aiming
through one or other of them, the same results as if you are
altering the back sight from left to right.

These different systems, and the first one is clearly superi-
or, allow the marksman to aim very precisely and correct devia-
tions produced by the wind, simply by changing the position of
the back sight.

Without doubt the results at long distance can also be
obtained at short range and there is certainly a case to put for-
ward, particularly in time of war, on behalf of the sniper, where
a Corps Commander using elite marksmen could use the talent
of these marksmen by asking them to hit either a headquar-
ters, ancillary support system or officers in an artillery battery
at long range.

Nobody can dispute that a Corps in which the marksmen
have at their disposal means of accurate long range shooting
will have considerable advantage over all others.

Is there any other reason for proceeding in any direction
other than this?

The morale of the troops will fall if equipment does not
come up to scratch particularly when it relates to sights on
rifles. There will be those who argue that you cannot put
sophisticated sights on all rifles for all troops of all grades as
the rifles just simply won't stand up to it, however one cannot
argue against the British rifle, where you can turn the cursor
round. This doesn't add up to sophistication or complication for
ordinary troops. The Americans also maintain that their rifles
are absolutely as rugged as anybody else's, particularly the
Lebel rifle as used by the French.
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Report on the 1903 Palma Match

Both maintenance and training of a more sophisticated
sight is perfectly easy.

As far as we are concerned, Minister, our participation in
the shoot at Bisley has convinced us of the necessity for better
sights.

A piece out of 'The Times' to reinforce this particular
Frenchman's view.

Yesterday afternoon the most important international
shooting match which has ever taken place resulted in the
defeat of Great Britain. It was an event in which it is more
important to consider the result than the detail and the salient
facts are full of important elements. What are they?

Eight elite American Marksmen using military rifles from
their country and, in particular, munitions manufactured for
their regular troops, beat eight selected marksmen from the
United Kingdom using the Lee Enfield and also using ammuni-
tion manufactured for all troops, after a close battle in which
each man fires 15 shots at 800, 900, and 1,000 yards. There
were also teams from the colonies and other countries, Canada,
Australia and Natal, and they shot honourably in that order
together with the Norwegians and the French. It was also a
pleasure to welcome them.

But the real battle, and everybody knew it, took place
between the United States and the United Kingdom and this
was a battle of the giants. How was it that the United States
managed to win this match and to carry off the trophy by a 15
point margin? The United States are the first to attest to the
fact that the result was not entirely due to their superiority as
marksmen. It was said by some of their marksmen that yester-
day's conditions, very light breeze coming from the left and a
bright sun were very suitable for them and if there had been
more wind they would probably not have taken the lead. The
defeat of the British, was not, however, in my opinion the fault
of those who supplied the British ammunition. The cartridge
specifically manufactured by King's Norton Metal Company
packed with cordite and the ball weighing 10 grains more than
the normal .303" which weights 215 grains, gave excellent
results.

As far as rifles were concerned there was probably little in
it. In the opinion of everybody the .303" is as good as any rifle
with this calibre and the points in its favour are just a little bit
stronger than the points in favour of the .30", the adapted Krag
Jorgensen, but and it is a large but, the American rifle when
shooting at targets has sights which are infinitely superior to
ours. There is not only a spy hole in the bar of the back sight
which is as useful as the bead point in a match carbine, since it
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allows distance to be gauged by eye and also by an anemometer
which can be adjusted with absolute precision.

It is a match rifle less the spirit level which warns the
marksmen when he lowers his rifle. For his part the British
marksman can count on a general combination of painted lines
on the bar but for that, the quick aiming is less than half as
easy as it is with a mechanical apparatus.

No doubt every man who shot yesterday for Great Britain
obeyed faithfully and to the utmost of his ability the instruc-
tions of Colonels Hopton and Gibbs, the Coaches of the British
Team. But as one of the Coaches said, when I say to a man put
on 13, I was understood. I realise I was telling him to do more
than I could do myself, and the slightest tiniest adjustment
more or less could produce a difference not only for the shot in
question but also for the next shot because the shot was always
based on the preceding one. Therefore the error could accumu-
late and that is actually what happened. Here it is important
to say that the men who were, above all, interested in the
development of the rifle, soldiers as well as civilians, are dis-
couraged because of the fault of the authorities from adopting
an unfixed anemometer and it is useful to report two conversa-
tions yesterday that took place on the 1000 yard range.

Just at the moment when the victorious Americans were
trying to encourage the British Team and the British Team
were applauding them, I looked at one of the American rifles
along side of the very eminent Irish marksmen. 'I cannot
understand', the spectator said 'why we don't adopt this sort of
back sight' 'why' said the Irishman 'because we are mad'.
Never in your life have you said a truer word' replied the
American very enthusiastically, who had remained up until
then totally indifferent to what was happening!

The other conversation took place with a person who has
perhaps done more than anybody else in this little circle of peo-
ple to encourage the development of the military rifle and that
person said, 'this match will be a great defeat if it forces us to
adopt the mobile anemometer.'

Such an anemometer used by the American team favours
precision for its substitutes mechanical precision for human
weakness and it musn't be seen as something to be frightened
of, as far as it's use in military service is concerned. The
American anemometer is simple, it's strong, it's easily
adjustable and nothing is easier than fixing it solidly on zero
until it becomes necessary to use it. In these conditions their
rifle is just as good as ours today and it is true to say that all
the marksmen of the younger generation, and including in that
rather generously those up to 45 years old are in it's favour,
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while it is only the old women who are against it. Perhaps one
could say that these words are a bit strong. They don't even
begin to compare with those employed with such violent indig-
nation in the camp of National Association Marksmen.

From many points of view the men from the United States
were our superiors, their tactics, although scrupulously loyal,
were more efficient than ours. For a day such as yesterday, a
day favourable in every way for them but with considerable
changes of wind. Our shooting, precisely because of the lack of
anemometers was sure, it was slow and it was regular. On the
other hand the shooting by the Americans changed. The
marksmen, who it must be said learnt last year only and from
our men at that, the importance of sighting, followed one anoth-
er and when things were going well, they shot into the bull as
quickly as they possibly could, one after the other. One never
saw a team so well disciplined or so speedy. When conditions
became more difficult, and they did become more difficult for a
moment, they could allow themselves to wait for a while and
once they waited for 10 minutes without shooting a single shot.
Then they fired bullet after bullet as rapidly as the marker
could allow, who, however most of the time was kept very busy.
This was one of the reasons for their victory. Another was the
excellence of their sights. I'm not trying to lessen the excel-
lence of their shooting, which was superb but I do speak in the
feeble hope of appealing to the intelligence, one could almost
say the conscience of the authorities in London. Here, no con-
version is necessary.

This article has very important information because the
comments actually echo, absolutely the views of the National
Rifle Association in Britain and after all the National Rifle
Association is the official military rifle school in Great Britain.

We therefore allow ourselves, Minister, to call to your most
serious attention. We have always thought that it would be in
the greatest interests of the army and of every company under
the supervision of its rifle officer to have a selection of elite
marksmen for all the needs of war. We persist in believing that
there would be no inconvenience if all the riflemen had exactly
the same rifle as an arm and exactly the same ammunition
with sights which are better adapted and in which they would
be instructed. The best thing of all would be certainly to bring
to our rifle an easy and fairly cheap adaptation which could not
possibly raise any objections and which would make a marked
improvement in the arming of our troops.
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AN ACCOUNT OF THE COMPETITION AFTER THE
BATTLE

By A. Violet - a member of the French Palma Team 1903

Paris, this is Paris, all passengers alight here please. At last!
Much as I love boats, real floating palaces, so I loathe trains,
prisons on wheels in which you stifle if the windows are closed
and you catch cold when they are open, where the dust blinds
you and covers your clothes to the point where you don't even
know what colour they are. In the cafe where I go to have a
beer and quench my thirst, the genial, attentive waiter says to
me, 'Would you like a brushing down Sir?' I raise my eyes to
the heavens and murmur as Christ did 'forgive him, Lord, he
knows not that I have just arrived from Bisley'. To offer
someone a brushing down after that would be cruelty it it
wasn't spoken out of ignorance. However, I would bitterly
have regretted it if I hadn't gone.

If we are to draw the logical conclusions from our defeat
then that defeat will mark one step towards progress and ulti-
mate perfection. On the eve of my departure, a splendid chap
said to me 'so, you're going off to shoot in England and you're
taking Lebels with you. Well, that means victory'. And, smil-
ing, he added: 'they haven't got Lebels in England, they
haven't got 'em'. He could have added: they haven't got 'em in
America either, they've got Krag Jorgensens and Lee Metfords
which were easily good enough for them. Before I set off I
said that we would be beaten on three counts'

(1) Poor training,
(2) poor organisation,
(3) poor equipment.

Sadly, I was all too right. Our training consisted in its entire-
ty of two half days shooting at Maisons Lafitte and that was
not enough, yet I really think that of the three reasons that is
perhaps the least important.

The poor organisation resulted above all from our igno-
rance of the conditions of the competition. There was no lack
of translators of the programme and conditions.
Unfortunately not one of them could agree with any of the
others and the result was that nothing could be tackled
methodically, either on the question of weapons or of ammuni-
tion; and it was only after the competition that we knew more
or less what we ought to have done or put into action.

Lack of good equipment was certainly the most important
reason for our defeat. Our rifles may be admirable for blan-
keting the whole target but they are quite unsuitable for



shooting at a bull one metre wide at 1000 metres (if we are
talking in French measurements). The sights on the French
rifles compared to those on our rivals look very much as a
FF3.75 watch would look compared with a real Breguet. I don't
deny that the Americans shot admirably, but I say without hes-
itation that given the weapons and the sights used the shooting
of the English team seemed to me to be even stronger. Both
teams used a number of devices which we know nothing about
here, and we went over there to Bisley like naive apprentices.
God willing, we shall learn something from the whole exercise.

I think that ballistically (and with good ammunition our
rifle is probably as good as theirs, but as for the fittings, they
were decidedly inferior. What is more, even before we got to
Bisley I was saying that unfortunately our rifle was neither
properly adjusted not indeed adjustable, and that meant that
while the Americans, the English and the Australians and the
Norwegians were aiming at the bull, we couldn't even always
aim at the target. We shot to hit an area represented by a tar-
get; the Americans and the English shot to hit a particular spot
on the target. It is not my wish here to make recriminations or
indeed to belittle the quality of our competitors. On the con-
trary, I turn the spotlight of admiration on them and ask that
we imitate them.

When Peter the Great was beaten by the Swedes, he would
say to his officers after each defeat; "I hope that by beating us,
they will end up by teaching us to beat them'. I hope equally
that this defeat will be useful to us and that putting aside all
personal criticisms for the time being we shall soon begin to
shoot on equal terms against foreign marksmen. When, oh
when shall we have an adjustable foresight?

P.S. T have one regret which I have often expressed before
and which I should like to express once again. Why, when
there is a major rifle competition in which a French team is
taking part abroad, is there not an officer whose job it is to look
at and to study carefully foreign weapons? It would be useful
and interesting to be able to make comparisons. This would
provide a means of making improvements, and it seems to me
that the finest rifle in the world is in considerable need of those
improvements if it is to maintain the quality which people who
don't actually use the gun attribute it.

A general appreciation of this match is given herein later, but
suffice to say that whilst we found that our ammunition was by
no means 'up to sample,' when too late to change it, Canada
had a supply at hand which they reported to be 100 yards bet-
ter than ours.

The USA shot with the 'Krag' Rifle of service pattern and
regular Ordnance issue with aperture sights. Their ammuni-
tion by the Union Metallic Company was loaded with 36 1/5
grains of W.A. powder and the Thomas pointed bullet 203 1/2
grains, giving a muzzle velocity of 2,140 foot seconds.

The other teams shot with the .303 British Government rifle,
but the two top scorers on the Canadian side used the
Sutherland sight. The ammunition used by us and Australia
was cordite with the pointed bullet of 226 grains, muzzle veloci-
ty of 2,450 foot seconds. That used by Canada was Kynoch's
Axite with pointed bullet 225 grains, muzzle velocity of 2,460
foot seconds.

Throughout we suffered to a considerable extent from nickel
fouling. The U.S.A. did not appear to be so troubled. Judging
from expert reports published subsequently, the Americans
think we have something still to learn in the ammunition-mak-
ing department.

Our two bottom scores used rifles of Government issue, the
rest used rifles privately finished, and the latter were less sub-
ject to nickel fouling. Major Varley, who made top score used a
Metford barrel; the rest used Enfield barrels.

We have to-day learned not one lesson, but several. May we
profit thereby! Britain has a reputation for muddling along,
and for usually coming out all right in the end, even though it
does mean a bit extra on the Income Tax! However, we have to-
day come out all wrong. Rifle shooting is too exact a science to
trust to a chapter of accidents.

Report on the 1907 Great Britain Team Tour
to Canada and Australia
by Major P.W. Richardson, Team Captain

I now propose to compare systems and procedure as we have
seen them in Canada, in Australia and at home, and to submit
some suggestions to you.
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So far as the 'Palma' is concerned, no doubt the U.S.A. had
for four years been perfecting their system in every detail, and
arrived at Rockliffe with an organisation that may well serve as
a model for us to copy. Long before they arrived there they had
prepared rifles as perfect as could be made, and had thoroughly
tried them. On their own ranges at Perry Camp, they had
made scoring that we could not approach.

Their ammunition has been made the special care of the best
experts in the U.S. for long beforehand, and left little, if any-
thing to be desired. We all observed that they kept far better
angle than any to which we were accustomed, and we ascer-
tained that they suffered little or no trouble from nickel fouling,
which still remains the bugbear of those who use our rifles and
ammunition. Representatives of their ammunition companies
were present on the range, and took the keenest interest in all
the proceedings; they were there evidently to pick up any infor-
mation that they could, but unfortunately for us, we had noth-
ing to teach them.

Their sights are better than ours, both for target and for 'ser-
vice' work, and are adapted to the taking of rapid accurate aim.
They proved to us that they could pile up a huge score in just
half the time that we occupied in struggling to define our fore-
sights, for, if we deduct 35 minutes per range for the time occu-
pied in marking, they fired 60 shots per target in about 35 min-
utes, whilst we took 70 minutes. Not only is the shooting made
easier, shot by shot, by the use of aperture sights, but the gen-
eral strain upon the eyes, the nerves and the muscles is enor-
mously reduced. By their courtesy, several of our men had
opportunities of trying their rifles, and, though the system of
sighting was strange to them, they at once made high scoring.

Their triggers, whilst taking the weight in the position in
which we apply the test, pull off with a much lighter weight
when the pressure is applied horizontally, as they apply it in
firing, instead of diagonally. In this respect they have a further
advantage in rapidity of fire and in avoiding bad shots in a high
wind.

Their breech action is apparently adapted to the use of their
ammunition; ours is not, and we came to the conclusion that
our bolt is not suited to the use of the 'pointed' ammunition; it
could probably be greatly improved even for ordinary ammuni-
tion.

Even the U.S. telescopes were better than ours; they were far
lighter, more portable and of higher power. I was informed
that they were supplied by the Navy department.

They had exhaustive competitions beforehand to determine
their best men, and, in these competitions, had worked up that
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system of coaching which we adopted thereafter; viz., two com-
petitors down to fire on each target, and a coach between each
pair who has constantly discharged this function until the three
work together in mutual confidence.

The U.S. team, no doubt, came on to the ground in a position
to take a couple of sighters and then win the match out of hand.
I will refer to our condition later.

So far as the other teams are concerned, they teach us no
particular lesson that was not taught by the U.S. The
Canadians shot with far better ammunition than ours, and a
comparison is not possible. The Australians were a team that
had practised for weeks at Bisley, and had arrived at a point of
mutual confidence, and of being able to assist each other that
we did not attain until much later in our tour. Again, it must
not be forgotten that all the other teams shot under climatic
conditions to which they were thoroughly accustomed. The
U.S. and Canada shot at home, the Australians at the end of
their tour, when travel did not affect them; in fact, I would com-
pare their condition then to ours when we had reached Hobart
or Melbourne.

Let us now consider our case.

We had no one in charge until a very few weeks before our
departure, and most of this period was occupied by the Bisley
meeting, and in dealing with questions of transport and equip-
ment.

We had to take our men upon their 'Bisley form' - principally
at 200, 500 and 600 yards - and had no chance of conducting
any preliminary practices or competitions, especially at the
long ranges, which alone were used in the 'Palma' match.

We placed the first great strain upon our men in the match
itself, instead of accustoming them to strain beforehand by
making them fight for places in the team.

We had to take ammunition upon its Bisley reputation, only
to find that what was supplied to us was not up to sample.

We had no rifles properly tried, either by expert gunmakers
or by the men themselves at home, and on arrival at Rockcliffe
had to spend a great part of our time in finding out which rifles
were good and which bad, in ascertaining zeros and elevations,
trying ammunition, etc.

Our men, drawn from different branches of the service, were
largely unknown to each other, and could not be possessed of
mutual confidence in each other or in those set to coach them.

Whilst at Rockckliffe we learned a great deal that our adver-
saries had probably learned years before, and our unprepared-
ness was as remarkable as was the perfect organisation of the
U.S.
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At the end of the tour our team showed what a team could do;
but in the ten days available for team practice at Rockcliffe it
had not sufficient time to become a proper team as we now
understand the term.

There is no doubt that we could not, under any circum-
stances, have approached the U.S. score with our present
Service rifle and sights, but we ought to be able to reach the
Canadian total; and, if we are to do so, I would submit that
before undertaking another expedition we should pay attention
to the following points:-

1. Technical preparations must be commenced at least a year

beforehand:-

(a) The proper experts should be enlisted to select a suf-
ficient number of the very best rifles and have them
ready for shooting at home months before the departure-
of the team.

(b) Similarly with ammunition; the team should take out
ammunition from a bulk that has already been tested,
selected and approved by the best experts available.

(©) Steps should be taken to ensure that proper authority is
given for the use by our team of as good sights as those-
with which we may be called upon to compete.

2 (a) Preliminary practices and competitions should be held in
England a considerable time before the departure of the
team, and should form an essential part of the expedi-

(b) tion.

Every man offering himself for selection should be made

thoroughly accustomed to the rifles, sights and ammuni-
©) tion to be used in the match.

The men finally selected should be practised together

) before leaving England.

The system of coaching should be worked up just as
much as the shooting. The coach that does not practice
can get as much 'out of form' as the man that pulls the
trigger.

3. In fact, at Rockcliffe, the bulk of the work that we did would-
have been better done at home.

The team on arrival abroad should only be subjected to actu-
al shooting tests with known rifles whose elevations and zeros
have been ascertained at home and with ammunition previous-
ly tested. The foreign practices should be practices designed to
perfect the shooting of the team as a team; they should not be
experiments with rifles and ammunition.

4. It is very noticeable that the principal successes both in the
team matches and in individual shooting have been obtained by
those who shoot somewhat rapidly. The slowness of some of
our members has been the subject of comment. The reputa-
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tions of most of our men have been made in the grey lights of
England and on winds that are usually comparatively steady.
Both in Canada and in Australia the light is usually brighter,
the weather hotter, and shooting has to be done largely upon a
rapidly changing mirage.

Consequently, in the case of a future team, preference should

be given to those who shoot rapidly and to those who score best
in bright lights.
5. Of the U.S. team one member enlisted in 1891, two in 1895,
one each in 1896 and 1897, and three in 1898. We do not know
their ages, but they had the appearance of being a youngish set
of men.

The successful Australians this year were quite young men,

and averaged fewer years than any team that has left
Australia. We noticed throughout our tour that there were a
large number of young men who shot well than proportionately
at home.
6. Those whose coaching was most appreciated by the other
members of the team were Sergeant-Major Wallingford,
Sergeant Ommundsen, Lance-Corporal Fulton, and Lieut.
Parnell; these were the youngest members of the team.

Warrant-Officer Raven, who was the most successful in prize
winning, was the next youngest member of the team, and it is a
remarkable circumstance that these five youngest members of
the team won £442, whilst the nine older members won but
£330, in competition at the prize meetings.

7. Fourteen men proved to be an inconvenient number and I
recommend that any future team should consist of twelve. The
extra two men, to make up fourteen, from an odd squad, and at
times involved a difficulty in completing practices within a rea-
sonable time having due regard to proper supervision and
coaching.

8. Whilst we did not fire so many shots in Canada as in 1902,
and whilst the Australian team probably fired many more shots
between June and November than we did, yet there is a danger
that men may get 'stale'. I refer again to paragraph three here-
of. I feel that some of our men would have shot more keenly
had they had as 'days off' several that were spent in merely
testing rifles.

9. I urge that on a future occasion those officers have ultimate-
ly to take charge should be appointed at an early date, and
should follow everything through from start to finish. We
should have been more comfortable and confident and could
have worked more efficiently if we had our posts assigned to us
some months earlier. As it was we had to take many things as
we found them and became involved in much work that could
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have been better done some time before. There is no doubt that
we have been called upon to do in the rush of a few weeks that
which occupied our American adversaries more months - per-
haps years. Much of the time that I should have liked to have
devoted to purely shooting matters, in conjunction with
Captain Lloyd as Shooting Adjutant, was taken up in corre-
spondence about and attention to a multitude of details of pro-
gramme, lodging, transportation, social engagements, and such
like. On a future occasion, two-thirds of this work would be
done better and more comfortably if undertaken months before-
hand by the individuals responsible, and there would be more
leisure for attention to shooting alone. It will be fair to the offi-
cers of any future team that they should know that during this
expedition we were 84 days on shore, and that shooting and
other engagements, which we were duty bound to fulfil, occu-
pied the whole of my time, and that of Captain Lloyd, until he
left us, except on two afternoons and three evenings.

Whilst making these points of record and recommendation,
based upon the experience of our tour, for the use of the Council
when the next expedition comes to be organised, I do not pre-
tend that we are likely to regain the 'Palma’' so long as we have
to rely upon our own private efforts and means to organise a
team. Until we have not less Government support than is
accorded to the riflemen of the U.S. and also of Canada and
Australia by their respective Governments, we shall always
labour at a disadvantage. The U.S. have set up a standard of
rifle, ammunition, sights and general organisation which is
measured by the score they produced, and it would be futile to
compete against them until such time as we know that we can
attain to that standard. Even then they will have improved,
and we must prepare for something better.

THE PALMA MATCH

It is the purpose of the National Rifle Association of America to
extend a cordial invitation to the L'Union Internationale des
Federations and Associations Nationales de Tir and to the Pan-
American Union, to have their matches in the United States in
1913.

If these two International Unions accept the invitation of the
National Rifle Association of America to go to the United States
next year, the matches as now authorised and carried on under
the auspices of these Unions will be incorporated in the pro-
gramme and $10,000 in cash prizes added.

In 1876 the United States of America celebrated the anniver-
sary of its liberty, and, in connection with that celebration
there was held an international rifle shooting competition for a
trophy that was purchased by subscriptions from the citizens of
the country, and which was known as the 'Palma’' trophy.
There competed, teams from Scotland, Ireland, Canada and
Australia. The trophy has been competed for five times since
then and has been won and lost several times by the United
States. It is proposed to have a competition for this famous tro-
phy in 1913 as one of the features of the international matches.
The conditions of the match are as follows:-

PALMA TROPHY MATCH

For the long range Team Championship of the World with
Army Weapon; to be shot Tuesday, September 2nd; entry clos-
es, August 1st.

MATCH CONDITIONS

1. Teams. - Each team shall consist of eight men. Members of the var-
ious teams participating must be citizens and residents of the coun-
tries they respectively represent, except in the case of a team repre-
senting a provincial territory of a Government, in which case a resi-
dent of the province will suffice.

2. Rifle. - The national army weapon of the country the team repre-
sents being in all respects of the pattern adopted and issued to the
troops for service. Rifles of private manufacture may be used, but
they must conform to the regulation pattern, and bear the official
view marks.

3. Ammunition. - Any ammunition may be used, but it must not be of a
dangerous character. In all cases of accident arising from defective
ammunition, the user only shall be held responsible.

No allowance will be made for a defective cartridge except in the
case of a misfire.

Distances. - 800, 900, and 1,000 yards.

Number of Shots. - Two sighting shots and fifteen record shots by
each competitor.

Positions. - Any, without artificial rest.

Targets. - Two targets will be allotted to each team.

Sights. - Regulation sights as issued with the rifle, not being tele-
scopic or magnifying. The only colours allowed on the sights are-
black, white, or black and white, but not mixed so as to produce-
grey. Orthoptics may be worn if desired.

Time. - Two hours will be allowed for each distance, exclusive of
time occupied in challenging.

Trigger Pull. - Triggers will be tested with a four and one-half
pounds trigger tester before the match begins.

Trial Shots. - A separate target will be assigned to each team for
trial shots.

Ricochets. - In the absence of any positive indication (by the throw-
ing of earth or other substance into the pit or against the target)
that a shot is a ricochet. It will be allowed and its value scored.

In the event of an unavoidable delay for which the competitors are
not responsible, one sighting shot may be allowed at the discretion
of the committee of umpires and executive officer.

No rifle may be cleaned or wiped out between the shots fired with
it at any single distance of the competition.

PRIZES:- The 'Palma' Trophy to be held by the country win-

ning it until the next competition. The trophy to be shot for in
each subsequent year upon the same terms in the country of
the team holding it, at such time and place as the National
Rifle Shooting Society of the country may decide. Gold medal
to each member of the winning team and bronze medals to the
members of all other competing teams. Cash prizes to be
announced later.



NRA OF GREAT BRITAIN REPORT - OCTOBER 1913
THE PALMA TROPHY
USA FIRST AND ARGENTINE SECOND

The Palma Trophy was shot for last month at the International
Meeting at Camp Perry, Ohio, and resulted in a win for the
holders, the United States, while the Argentine created a sur-
prise by hunting the winner home more closely than anyone.

Canada had seven of last year's shooting men, and it will be
recalled that they were the pick of the Dominion. The team
commandant was Colonel Helmer, last year's adjutant, in place
of Colonel Sherwood. One of last year's coaches was Lieut.
George Mortimer. It was a good team, but not so strong as for-
mer Canadian teams. The other countries entered, being prac-
tically without facilities for long range shooting, were not
regarded seriously except for place. But how near the USA
miscalculated is shown by the fact that Argentine made them
keep up all the way. Argentine, by the way, has no long range
shooting, and the only experience they had was practice at Sea
Girt and Perry, and shooting in the Herrick trophy match,
where they made a surprisingly fine showing. The American
team shot the Springfield, using the 180 grain bullet and 50
grains of du Pont 1908 military, giving a velocity of about
2,640ft.s. The Canadians shot the .303 Ross and a 215 grain
bullet, propelled with a charge of 39 grains of du Pont 1909 mil-
itary, giving 2,400 ft.s. The bullet is much longer than any
heretofore used, the pointed principle probably being carried to
the extreme. In an effort to secure the greatest sight radius
the rear sight has been placed so far back that it has proven a
detriment, inasmuch as a piece of cardboard has to be inserted
under the hat, extending down over the forehead to protect it
from the blow caused by the recoil. The Argentines used the
Mauser 7.65 millimetre. In all of their match shooting they
used the B.S.A. target Mauser 'outrigger' sight, by far the finest
target sights on the ground. Their ammunition was the United
States Cartridge Company's 180-grain special hand-loaded and
51 grains of 1908 Military nitro-glycerin powder. Sweden shot
their .256 Army model Mauser and regular Government ammu-
nition. Their sights are not adaptable to wind and elevation
changes. Peru used the 7.65 millimetre Mauser and
Government cartridge. Like the Swedes, their sights are not
built for wind and elevation changes.
